Dear Mr. Ottinger:

Today, I read your letter dated June 27, 2007 which was sent to me yesterday October 3, 2007. 

It appears that after months of refusing to “locate, segregate, produce,” nor “mail” our requested documents, as per your previous correspondences, Mr. Durel has decided to make somewhat of an effort to do so. From the numerous pleas I made in my correspondences to your office to act in good faith and at least make such an effort, it is self-evident that I would have welcomed the opportunity to work through the logistics involved, had your June 27th response been made back in December of 2006, when our request was originally made. 
As I requested over and over, had you informed me which of the sought documents  the Parish actually had in possession and which it did not, had you informed me how many boxes, or pages, or by any other indexing terminology I would have worked with your office in identifying which of such documents we would want copies of. 

However, only after being served a law suit to force compliance with the law and constitution of the State of Louisiana on October 3rd at 3:15 PM, your office at 4:10 PM the same day, 55 minutes after being served with court papers, suddenly claims to have mailed a letter many months prior in June, which purports to reverse months of complete and utter refusal to comply with the law to any level whatsoever. 

I am certain you can empathize that the Parish’s response is too little and too late at this time. The petitioners’ rights have been violated for almost one year now as a result. Even the Parish would not dare argue in court that the Parish’s 180 degree change of position is not completely due to being served with the law suit. That is NOT how the Records Access Law was intended to be administered by the custodian.

I look forward to oral arguments in court, and if necessary, in the appellate courts.
