This request is being made by the undersigned in their individual capacities as well as in their capacities as third party beneficiaries and taxpayers of the State of Louisiana and the City and Parish of Lafayette, all of whom shall be represented by communication with Garo Alexanian at the above address. The below specified documents are requested for the period of January 1, 2001 until the present, unless otherwise stated. If such copies are charged per copy please inform us how many pages such listing of records entail per section below, and the cost of copying per page. 

DEFINITIONS

The term “documents” shall mean any information recorded on paper, microfilm, audiotape, videotape, or in electronic form.

GENERAL DOCUMENTS
